OFFICIAL RULES / GUIDELINES:

In order to allow an artwork to hang in the Cannon Tunnel of the U.S. Capitol, the following rules need to be upheld:

· Artwork must be two-dimensional

· Each piece can be no larger than 30 inches by 30 inches to the outside dimensions of the frame.  (For this reason, we would like for you to restrict your artwork to no larger than 26 inches by 26 inches.  This way we will be able to purchase an appropriate frame for the recipient awarded first prize.)  

· No more than 4 inches in depth

A copy of the Student Release Form, signed by both the teacher and the students, must be attached to the artwork to certify the originality of the piece.  In addition, please send an adhesive label with the following information:

The winner of the contest will have his or her artwork displayed in the Capitol for the entire year of the exhibition.  Please keep in mind should need your artwork for any other purposes, it will be returned after a full calendar year passes.  The winner of the contest will be given an opportunity to meet with Congressman Ed Royce in either the District Office in Fullerton or in Washington, D.C.  Please bear in mind all costs will be incurred by the constituent.  Nevertheless, we will be happy to arrange a meeting with the Congressman.  

Lastly, please bear in mind that every entry must be original in concept, design, and execution and may not violate any U.S copyright laws.  Any entry that has reproduced an existing photo, painting, graphic, advertisement, or any other work produced by another person is in violation of the competition rules and will be disqualified.  The final decision regarding the suitability of all artwork for the exhibition in the Capitol will be made by a panel of qualified persons chaired by the Architect of the Capitol.

The categories are designated as follow:

· Paintings: oil, acrylics, watercolor, etc.

· Drawings: pastels, colored pencil, pencil, charcoal, ink, markers

· Collage: must be two dimensional

· Prints: lithographs, silkscreen, block prints

· Mixed media: use of more than two mediums such as pencil, ink, etc.

· Computer generated art

· Photography
